Nether Edge Festival Photograph Competition Rules 2015
1) Adult entries can be submitted in one or more of the following three categories:-
a) Nether Edge and surrounding areas to include Sharrow, Kenwood, Brincliffe. 
The photograph should have something that ties it to the area e.g. a local building or park, Nether Edge market, Brincliffe Edge woods.
b) Nature
A photograph of animals , creatures or plants from the natural world. This precludes domestic or farm animals or gardens or garden plants.
c) Open
This broad category is for anything that doesn't fall into one of the two above.
d) Junior
This special category is for any photographs taken by a person 16 years of age or under.
Images in any category can be colour or black and white and may include creative manipulation. The only criteria is that the basis of the image is a photograph.
2) Photographs may be a minimum size of 5 in by 7 in and a maximum size of A4 (8.3 in by 11.7 in). They may be mounted or unmounted but should not be submitted in frames.
3) All photographs submitted must have been taken by the entrant.
4) Entrants can submit up to a maximum of 6 images.
5) Entrants must mark each photo on the reverse with Name, address, contact telephone number, email address (where one is available) and title of the image.
6) Images should be brought to the Nether Edge Club (not the Bowling Club) at number 2 Moncrieffe Road on Saturday 12th September between 11:15 am and 1:00 pm. Please send an email to jsscholey@googlemail.com by Thursday 10th to say that you will be submitting an entry.
7) Images must be collected from the Nether Edge Bowling Club on Nether Edge Road on Monday 14th September between 7:30 pm and 9:00 pm. Where images have not been collected they will be kept for 2 weeks and then disposed of. If you cannot collect your images then please send an email to the address on the front of this flyer.
8) Where there are too many entries to display on boards the winners will be displayed and a selection of the best of other images – where possible at least one image from each entrant. To that event it would be useful if entrants could number their images in preferred sequence. Images not on display will be available to view.
9) The cost of entry will be 50p per submitted photograph and the prize for each category will be £5 with £3 for second place. Each prizewinner will also receive a certificate.
