Meanwhile, we are working with the 
new Nether Edge School (formerly Abbeydale Primary) and helping the new Abbeydale 
residentsô group (see page 7) as they consider how local needs, particularly for the young and 
elderly, can best be met. Our Festival group is looking at ways of celebrating the artistic/ 
musical skills of many local residents by perhaps establishing a 3-day music and drama 
Festival within Nether Edgeôs various green spaces, theatres, cafés, pubs and clubs. The 
Transport group have been busy collating the ñaspirationsò of road users and are pursuing 
these with the Council, Community Assembly and other Focus Groups. Additional areas of 
improvement can be suggested by residents for possible inclusion in the PFI highways contract 
(see page 5). The South Community Assembly are organising a Roadshow (to which everyone 
is invited) on Thurs. 9th June. Itôs an opportunity to discuss your concerns with council officers 
and to find out what other organisations/ groups are doing. Donôt forget that we welcome your 
comments which can be sent to a committee member (see page 2).

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 Local Sustainable Transport Funds  
Following the article in EDGE about Sheffield 
on the Move and the request for expressions of 
views in respect of transport users, here is a 
short report on a follow-up meeting held at 
Sheffield Town Hall on 7 March to discuss 
proposals for bids for Local Sustainable 
Transport Funds (LSTF) a fund of £560M set to 
cover the 4 year period 2011-2015 for specific 
projects aiming to build strong local economies 
and address the urgent challenges of climate 
change. It purports to reflect the Governmentôs 
objectives of supporting economic growth by 
improving links that move goods and people 
whilst meeting the commitment to reducing 

greenhouse gas emissions. 
As far as Sheffield is concerned the bid will be 
submitted through the Integrated Transport 
Authority (ITA) who led the meeting and óspeed 
datingô style workshops for the attendees on 
topics ranging from cycling and walking, and 
alternatives to travel to car share clubs, traffic 
management and public transport . 
The key messages from the Department for 
Transport (DfT) appear to be that the LSTF is 
about interventions, for quick wins to deliver 
benefits in the short term with a focus upon 
making alternatives to car use more attractive. 
It also requires backing from the voluntary, 
community and social services sector. 
The timescale to submit bids, which are likely to 

be relatively complex, was very tight with 

documents to be submitted by 18 April!   

20ôs PLENTY PETITION  

The Government is currently providing 

funds for measures that support local 

economies by improving links to move 

goods and people whilst meeting the 

commitment to reducing greenhouse gas 

emissions. Making urban environments 

safer is a vital step towards encouraging 

more people to walk and cycle in their 

everyday activities. 

Most road users will be aware that the 
speed and level of motorised traffic, 
combined with roadside parking, has both 
increased congestion and the risk of 
serious accidents in residential areas, 
especially for vulnerable road users such as 
children and senior citizens. 
Nether Edge Neighbourhood Group 
undertook a consultation on transport users 
aspirations through its Edge newsletter and 
concluded that one of the easiest and most 
economic ways of improving safety and 
encouraging more cycling and walking 
whilst simultaneously ensuring a steady 
and more efficient traffic flow, is by 
introducing a uniform speed limit of 20mph 
(30kmph) in residential areas city wide.

TRANSPORT update

PFI  Highway Maintenance contract  
The Sheffield Council was awarded 
£674.1 million for a city-wide, 25-year 
highway maintenance project.  The work 
to improve the cityôs highway network, 
roads, pavements and lights is now 
expected to begin in early to mid 2012. It 
will take about seven years to bring all the 
cityôs roads, pavements and streetscene 
up to standard. This standard will then be 
maintained for the remaining 18 years of 
the contract period. 
  
This offers us a unique opportunity to 
identify changes and improvements we 
would like to see done which would have 
otherwise been rejected on cost grounds. 
So if you have a suggestion to make to 
improve a road such as installing a 
dropped kerb, a safety barrier or a 
humped zebra crossing then contact me. 
Perhaps you require something changing 
or removing. If so, then now is the time to 
log it with us.

Kickz : Sharrowôs football project 
Nick Clegg enjoyed a kick-about when he visited partners and youngsters at in the Kickz 
scheme - an inner city football project at Mount Pleasant Park Sharrow.  
Around 600 children are currently involved in Kickz, which works to keep them occupied, 
off the streets and out of trouble. The scheme is run by Sheffield United Football Club in 
association with South Yorkshire Police, Sharrow Safer Neighbourhood Team, Sheffield 
City Council, Sheffield Futures, South Yorkshire Fire Service and other partners across 
the city, it is funded by a range of organisations including the Premier League.  
 
The project which has been running in Sharrow for the past 4 years offers young people 
the opportunity to become involved in sporting activities and inspires and empowers 
young people by giving them access to a range of constructive activities which link to the 
Every Child Matters framework set out by the government. Activities include football 
leagues, tournaments and coaching sessions. Educational sessions are also offered to 
young people about issues such as healthy lifestyles and the dangers of drug use and 
carrying weapons. The project also gives young people the chance to volunteer and gain 
qualifications. Sue Beeley, Head of Community at Sheffield United, said: "This is all 
about building safer, stronger communities.ò 
 
Shahbaz Ramzan Safer Neighbourhoods Officer said . ñThe project also has its serious 
side, educating the youngsters about guns and knife crime as well as assisting with 
school work and job applications.ò 
The project over the years has produced some very positive role models who can further 
assist with developing good ideas/projects in their own neighbourhoods/areas.

Following the removal of the ugly 
advertising signs, a small band of 
NENG volunteers, with donations 
from local people and 2 small grants 
from South Community Assembly, set 
about creating a ñgatewayò to Nether 
Edge and trying to do something 
about an unpleasant traffic hub.  
 
We have been amazed and delighted 
at the response from passers-by and 
the offers of help from local residents.  
¶ One woman told us that she 

came often to sit on the bench 
since a family bereavement as 
the flowers, bees and butterflies 
made her feel better. 

¶ A group of office workers said 
they like passing by during their 
lunch break and have enjoyed 
watching the changes as the 
plants have been growing.  

The site, approximately 18metres x 
7metres (at its widest  point), between 
Cemetery and Sharrowvale Roads, is 
beside the Psalter Lane roundabout.     

This land (owned by Highways) has 
never been built upon and might 
once have been an agricultural crop 
field because of an existing flora of 
agricultural óweedô species which 
popped up once we started 
cultivating it. 
We are hoping to create a long-

lasting planting of tough trees, 

shrubs and perennials which, without 

too much effort, will look after 

themselves and spread and self-

seed in a fairly ónaturalisticô way.
