As a newly wed 
on a belated honeymoon, I forgot where the brakes were and 
rode across a vineyard and into a wall. Only carefully posed 
holiday snaps hid the bruises. The last time I tried, my chil-
dren were kept entertained all day by my falling over at every 
obstacle on the Tissington trail.   
 I am determined to try again but will stick to Freecycling. 
Not, as you might imagine a free bicycle ride down Junction 
Road to Hunters Bar but www.freecycle.org. I have just been 
introduced to this site and recommend it to you all. You adver-
tise unwanted items on the site and someone who needs such 
an item contacts you and arranges to take it away. The only 
stipulation is that no money changes hands. 
 I am moving house soon and in an attempt to emulate last 
month’s Editor I hope to recycle as many of my excess be-
longings as possible. This should stop too many petrol con-
suming trips to the charity shop and dump and of course will 
not be going to take up landfill space. In this spirit perhaps I 
should insist all items are removed without recourse to the 
combustion engine. Charity shops are hesitant in taking elec-
trical equipment but anything seems to go on Freecycle. The 
small surplus freezer could perhaps go on a wheelbarrow or 
sack barrow, any of the surplus computer equipment would 
easily fit in a baby buggy, some of it even in a back pack. 
Plants and planters could go the same way.  
It is really difficult to balance my contribution to pollution but 
I do not feel too bad about taking other things to the charity 
shops and clothing banks by car as some good comes of this in 
other ways. Do others think my reasoning sound or am I fool-
ing myself here?  
Ian’s article last month no doubt gave more than me pause for 
thought. He was a keen cyclist and must miss it dreadfully. 
His optimism in hoping for better public transport and greater 
uptake by us all is truly inspiring. Look out for Ian’s future 
suggestions of interesting places to reach by public transport. 
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The British countryside is becoming ever more sterile 
and hostile to wildlife. This is sad but true. Common 
species which are indicators of biodiversity like moths and hedgehogs, have 
seen their numbers plummet in the last few years and many farmland birds are 
facing disaster. The good news is that many gardens in towns and cities 
(especially old ones like Sheffield) are providing refuges for many species en-
dangered in rural areas and one day may be able to move back into the coun-
tryside when industrial farming ceases or is greatly reduced. You Could Help!  
 
And even better news backed up by research carried out at the University of 
Sheffield, is that you do not need to change your style of gardening very much 
in order to help wildlife and make Sheffield a greener, richer place for our-
selves as well. Many of our ‘exotic’ (non-native) garden plants are almost as 
good, or as good for wildlife as our native species of plants. A garden, which 
is a mixture of both is really great. And it does not have to look a mess either!  Next 
month we shall give some pointers as to how you can help in a more general way.

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Take the worry out of disposing of those bulky cuttings and create a home for 
wildlife!  

Create a woodpile An important, but often overlooked, ele-
ment of the garden is the presence of decaying wood, which is at-
tractive to hibernating frogs and toads, insects and feeding birds. 

Standing and fallen decaying wood and old plants are very impor-
tant for wildlife. Even just one or two bushes, if kept beyond their 
natural life, are of great value to insects, fungi, mosses and lichens.  

Birds feed on insects that make their home in old wood. In large 
gardens, a decaying tree with a snagged bough or a small cavity might provide a nest site for 
spotted flycatchers and starlings and maybe even house sparrows.  

Dead branches also make excellent perches for spotted flycatchers and house sparrows to hunt 
insects from and provide song perches for starlings and song thrushes.     

Birds and water 
Many people put food out for birds but fewer provide a regular supply of clean water. Birds 
need water for drinking and bathing. Water is particularly important during the winter when 
natural supplies may be frozen, and in dry weather during the summer. 

The simplest bird bath is a large dish, a plate or a saucer textured finish and a stone in the mid-
dle is the easiest. 

You could use a dustbin lid sunk into the ground or supported on stones or posts. If the lid is 
shiny or slippery, a thin layer of gravel on the bottom (though this makes it more difficult to 
clean), and a shallow stone in the middle will help birds get to the water in comfort. 

A light ball, placed in the water, which will be moved by even a gentle breeze and will keep 
just a small amount of water ice free, even in fairly severe conditions. 

Birds and food 
 
Mixtures are widely available for wild birds. Different mixes have been formulated for feeders 
and for table/ground feeding. The better mixtures contain plenty of flaked maize, sunflower 
seeds, and peanut granules. 
Mixes containing chunks or whole nuts are suitable for winter feeding only. Small seeds, such 
as millet, attract mostly house sparrows, dunnocks, finches, reed buntings and collared doves, 
while flaked maize is taken readily by blackbirds. Tits and greenfinches favour peanuts and 
sunflower seeds. Pinhead oatmeal is excellent for many birds. Wheat and barley grains are of-
ten included in seed mixtures, but they are really only suitable for pigeons, doves and pheas-
ants, which feed on the ground and rapidly increase in numbers, frequently deterring the 
smaller species and upsetting neighbours! Avoid seed mixtures that have split peas, beans, 
dried rice or lentils as again only the large species can eat them dry. These are added to some 
cheaper seed mixes to bulk them up. Any mixture containing green or pink lumps should also 
be avoided as these are dog biscuit, which can only be eaten when soaked.

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RECIPE FOR PLAYDOUGH

Make a hollow in the centre and 
add the oil. Add food colouring to the hollow. Mix thoroughly until it comes  
together.

In the garden: 
Leaves the flowering stems on perennials. Seeds on theses are source of food for a number of 
different birds. Bluetits go for the aphids and other insects that overwinter in the old leaves and 
seedheads. don't go clearing away leaf litter, it provides a haven for insects and blackbirds love 
foraging and feeding in this litter. The fallen leaves also recycle nutrients and the old stems of 
things such as achilleateasels, rudbeckia and phlomis provide structure and interest to the win-
ter garden. Leaving a patch of long grass (in your lawn) over winter will provide a home  for 
insects eaten by home sparrows and other birds and especially important for chicks.Don’t let 
the size of your garden deter you from making your garden fit for birds and other wildlife. You 
can make a positive difference in the smallest of areas.

If not, can we remove the 
plaque as it is no longer a 
particularly good advert for 
the Group. It is a shame that 
we neglected to look after 
the sculpture, and in its pre-
sent state it is not, regretta-
bly, a particularly good ex-
ample of money well spent.
